Adjectives

In Russian, like nouns, adjectives change not only according to gender and number
but also according to case. The adjective generally takes the same case as the noun
which it qualifies.

Certain Russian adjectives have soft -u before the ending. They are called soft
stem adjectives.

All the endings of hard stem adjectives are hard, i.e. they contain a non-palatalizing
vowel (a,o0,yoOr bI).

All the nouns of soft stem adjectives are soft, i.e. they contain a palatalizing vowel
(s1, e, 10 0r m) .

Endings of soft stem adjectives :

singular plural
masculine feminine neuter for all genders
-uM -SIs1 -ee -ue

Most of the soft stem adjectives denote time or place.

Demonstrative pronouns

Demonstrative pronouns are the words used to point out a person or an object. In
English these are this, that, those and these. In Russian, demonstrative pronouns
have two distinct forms 1ot ( this) and Tor ( that).

Russian demonstrative pronouns agree in gender, number and case of nouns they
qualify. In other words they behave like adjectives.
