The value of final goods and services produced in each sector during a particular year provides
the total production of the sector for that year. And the sum of production in the three sectors
gives what is called the Gross Domestic Product (GDP) of a country. It is the value of all final
goods and services produced within a country during a particular year.

Tamil. The governments followed preferential policies that favored Sinhala applicants for
university positions and government jobs. A new constitution stipulated that the state shall

o Right to Choose- Consumer should have the right to choose
from a variety of goods and in a competitive price.

e Right to be informed- The buyers should be informed with all
the necessary details of the product, make her/him act wise, and
change the buying decision.

e Right to Consumer Education- Consumer should be aware of
his/her rights and avoid exploitation. Ignorance can cost them
more.

o Right to be heard- This means the consumer will get due
attention to express their grievances at a suitable forum.




o Right to seek compensation- The defines that the consumer
has the right to seek redress against unfair and inhumane
practices or exploitation of the consumer.

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Forests in India are the home to some of the traditional
communities.

e To secure their own long term livelihood, local communities
have been struggling to protect their habitats.

o By citing the Wildlife Protection Act, villagers have fought
against mining in Sariska Tiger reserve.

o In the Himalayas, afforestation with indigenous species was
carried out through the famous Chipko Movement. The
community managed to resist the deforestation in some places.

o In the state of Rajasthan (Alwar), 1200 hectares of forest have
been declared as Bhairodev Dakav ‘Sonchuri’ by the
inhabitants of five villages. They protect the wildlife against
any outside encroachments with their own rules and
regulations. They do not allow hunting of animals.

e By avoiding the use of synthetic chemicals, diversified crop
production was achieved by farmers and citizens groups like
Beej Bachao Andolan in Tehri and Navdanya.

e Through involvement of local communities, degraded forests
have been restored and managed through the Joint Forest




Management (JFM) Programme.

The first resolution for joint forest management was passed by
Odisha. From 1988, this programme has been in existence.

As per JFM, local (village) institutions are formed to undertake
protection activities managed by the forest department in the
degraded forests.
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Oryza sativa is the scientific name of rice. This is termed the
paddy. The major nutrient of rice is carbohydrates. Rice is the
main food crop and vital ingredient in food in all parts of the
world. Rice and its products have various importance.
Climatic conditions required for the growth of rice:
(i) It is a Kharif crop that requires a high temperature (above 25
°C).
(ii) High humidity with annual rainfall above 100 cm.
(iii) In the areas of less rainfall, it grows with the help of
irrigation.
(iv) It is grown in the plains of north and north-eastern India,
coastal areas and the deltaic regions.
(v) Development of a dense network of canal irrigation and tube




wells has made it possible to grow rice in areas of less rainfall

such as Punjab and Haryana.
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Answer:
Power-sharing is a vital ingredient of any constitution. Power-
sharing ensures that there is an optimum balance between
different sections in the society. Each and every state should
have some form of power-sharing. The chances of opportunity
to every citizen increases. Power-sharing has its own value in a
democracy. This ensures the stability of political order.
Forms of power-sharing
There are different forms of power-sharing in modern
democracies which are listed below:

+» Horizontal distribution of power:
Power is shared among different organs of government, such as
the legislature, executive and judiciary.
Example — India This distribution ensures that none of the
organs can exercise and utilise unlimited power.
Each and every organ keeps an eye on the others.
This system of arrangement is called a system of checks and
balances.

¢+ Vertical distribution of power:
Power can be shared among governments at different levels.
A general central government for the entire country and
governments at the provincial or state and regional level.
Example — India Union Government that is Central government
and State Government.

+» Power-sharing between different social groups:
This can be achieved by sharing the power between different
social groups enhancing the participation in democratic and
power systems. Reservation is a such policy.

+» Power-sharing between political parties, pressure groups

and movements:

This kind of power-sharing competition ensures that power




does not remain in one hand.

For longer duration, power is shared among different political
parties that represent different ideologies and social groups.
Certain Interest groups like businessmen, farmers, traders etc.
will also have a share in governmental power either by
participating directly through committees or indirectly by
1nﬂuenc1ng the decision- making process.
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There are many challenges faced by Political parties which are
explained below:




Lack of internal democracy within parties is the first challenge.
Decisions are taken in the name of the party, by leaders having
more power.

Personal loyalty to the leader becomes more important than the
loyalty to party policies and principles.

Due to the system of succession due to dynasty in the political
parties, ordinary and hardworking party members are unable to
rise to the top.

A transparent and an open system of functioning is not followed
by political parties, which prevents deserving party members
from rising to the top.

Members of just one family hold complete control in many
parties. This is not fair to other members of that party.

The other important challenge is, during elections there is a
rising role of muscle power and money power in political
parties.

Candidates who can raise lots of money or those who have lots
of money are usually nominated by the Political Parties.
Political parties have supported many criminals for contesting
elections..

Decisions and policies of the political parties are usually
influenced by organizations or rich people who give funds to
the party.

Not giving meaningful choice to the voters is the fourth
challenge that is often faced by political parties.
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The social life of the Indus Valley people was quite systematic
and rich. The people of this civilization were peace-loving. The
society was predominantly matriarchal. There were strong
family organisations among the people. Social amusements
included hunting wild animals, bullfighting, fishing, and clay
modeling.

Food:

Food was mainly supplied from cities, and rice was probably
grown in the Indus valley. Vegetables such as peas, sesamoids
and fruits like date palms were part of the main food of the
civilization. Other important foods consumed were wheat,
barley, rice, milk, and others. Non-veg food items such as beef,
mutton, pork, poultry, fish etc., were also consumed by the
people of the Indus Valley Civilization. Agriculture was the
main occupation of these people.

Pottery:

Pottery or metals like copper and bronze were used in most
household articles. The art of pottery was well known and
learned by the people of the civilization, and it attained
excellence at Mohenjo-Daro.

Clothing:

The most common material used was cotton fabric, but wool
was also used. The dresses of the people of the Indus valley
were simple. Males wore shawls and modern dhoti, and women
wore traditional dhoti kurta or sarees.

Ornaments:

The people of Indus Valley Civilization were very fond of
ornaments. Males and females of all classes wore necklaces,
armlets, finger rings, and bangles. Nose studs, earrings, and
anklets were used by women only. There was a great variety in
the shape and design of these ornaments. Rich people made
ornaments of gold, silver, and ivory. People were well versed in
the art of cosmetics. Indus valley people knew the use of gold,
silver, copper, tin, lead, and bronze.

Education and literacy

The people were well educated, and the dominant population of
the Indus people are assumed to be literate. People were well
versed in literature, art and music. The drainage system of the
civilization speaks of its cleanliness and public hygiene.
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The following were the reasons for the decline of Saraswati-
Sindhu Civilization:

1. Administrative Slackness: By the end of the phase,there
was a laxity in the administration of the civilization,due to
which the size of the settlements became limited.

2. Floods : Evidences of floods has been found from the
excavations of Mohenjo-Daro,Chaunhdaro and Lothal.
3.Climate Change: climate change is also major reason in the




decline of this civilization.

4. Epidemic: From the study of 42 human skeletons obtained
from Mohenjo-Daro,it is found that 41 of these people died due
to epidemics like malaria etc.

5. Obstacles in Foreign Trade: There was a decrease in
foreign trade of the civilization due to which economic
condition started weakening.
