The present system of caste system can be understood on the basis of the
following facts —

(1) Changes in dietary restrictions Due to the use of all types of people by
rail, bus, restaurant, hotel etc., dietary restrictions are becoming weaker.

(2) Changes in business restrictions: Compliance with industry and various
business restrictions is automatically becoming weak. Apart from this, the
open mindedness of the younger generation is becoming an obstacle in
maintaining commercial restrictions.

(3) Dominance of upper castes: The hierarchy of high and low which was
found among different castes is not able to survive due to new
constitutional arrangements and individual skills and as a result, despite
the repeated efforts of Brahmins, the caste system is being considered
useless.

(4) Discrimination based on religion, caste, sex, color etc. has been
abolished through various articles of the Indian Constitution, giving equal
rights to the lower castes. Not only this, as a result of Gandhiji's efforts
and reform movement, some new social acts have also been made which
do not allow discrimination based on caste or caste.

(5) Changes in restrictions related to marriage: Due to laws made in the field
of marriage, education, urban influence, working together of men and
women, etc., restrictions related to marriage are becoming looser and
love marriage, inter-caste marriage, late marriage etc. The society has
been completely accepting.

Many direct and indirect changes have taken place in India during the last decade
as a result of the policies of globalization and liberalization.

(1) Better Services in the Communication Sector - During this period,
unprecedented changes have taken place in the field of communication.
The growth of internet and mobile services, availability of television and
data plans at affordable rates are particularly noteworthy.

(2) Entry of Foreign Food Processing Companies - McDonald's, Kellogg's,
etc. With the entry of food soft drink companies like Pepsi, Coca-Cola in
India, there has been a flood of their soft drinks and other food products
in the market.

(3) Competition amongst Producers — In India, the monopoly of companies
in manufacturing products has almost ended. In this era of liberalisation,
any firm or company can easily get involved in the manufacturing of any
good or service. lts direct benefit has been to the consumer who has got
more variety in goods and that too at reasonable prices.
