Mother : Now taste it.
Bubu : Oh! lovely.
Mother : Can you make one for me next time?
Bubu : Sure Ma, I’ll make some lemonade for you tomorrow.

A substitution table provided in Activity 10 will enable learners to write a few sentences with the
help of the teacher.

The teacher will guide learners to pick words from the box and fill in the blanks in Activity 11.

Vocabulary
Vocabulary items related to kitchen  along with pictures are incorporated in the lesson. The teacher

will introduce some action words related to a kitchen by showing actions.(Activities 2,3 & 4)
