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Answer: One side of Derry’s face was burnt. It got burnt by acid. Acid fell on it and left
Derry with a burnt face. This physical disability left Derry feeling isolated and avoiding
the human company.
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Question 2. What is Derry afraid of?
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Answer: Derry is afraid of meeting people. Derry's face is burnt on one side. So he feels
alienated. He always feels people staring at him. He does not like being with other
people because he is afraid that people will either make fun of him or sympathise with
him.

Question 1. What does Derry not like about the people around him?

Answer: Derry suffers from a physical disability. He has an acid burnt face. The people
around him whisper about him. They comment that his face is a terrible thing and that
none except his mother can ever love him. People often stare at him and make strange
comments. His parents show too much love and care for him.

They sympathise with him and make him feel helpless. To them, he is a poor guy who
will not be able to achieve anything in life. Derry does not at all like people’s attitude



towards him. Some show hatred, some show fear and some others show sympathy.
Nobody behaves with him like a normal guy and this bothers Derry a lot. He desires
normal attention to him. He wishes that people shouldn’t treat him as if he were
helpless.
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Question 2. What bond unites Derry and Mr Lamb?
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Answer: Derry's face is burnt on one side. Mr Lamb has lost his one leg. One of his legs
is of tin. Thus they both suffer from some kind of physical disability. Derry suffers from a
kind of inferiority complex. He avoids meeting people as he feels they find him terrible.

Mr Lamb makes him feel normal about himself.

By giving his own example, he inspires Derry to meet people and to talk to them. He
offers to be Derry’s friend. He tells him that children often tease him for his tin leg but
he doesn’t mind it. Derry feels a kind of familiarity with him. As Mr Lamb is also
physically disabled like him, Derry feels a bond of friendship with him. The personal
situation of both of them is alike to an extent. This alikeness brings them together and
they develop a level of friendship.
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Question 3. Describe in detail the tactics used by Mr Lamb to help Derry overcome
the feelings of loneliness and alienation.
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Answer: Mr Lamb himself suffers from a physical disability as Derry does. He sees that
Derry besides his physical disability suffers from the feeling of loneliness and alienation.
He talks to him very lovingly and says that he is free to come to his house whenever he
wants. He gives him his own example and tells that children tease him for his tin leg, but
he still likes their company.

He tells him that people have more interesting things to do than to stare at his face. He
provokes him to meet people and do what he wants without bothering what people will
say about him. He invites him to come to his garden and play with children. He tries his
best to convince him to think positive about life and finally becomes successful in
bringing him on the right path.
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Question 4. Explain the significance of the statement made by Derry “Because if |
don’t go back there, | will never go anywhere in this world again.”
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Answer: Derry's face is burnt on one side. Because of this physical disability, he suffers
from loneliness and alienation. He feels good in Mr Lamb’s company who behaves very
friendly with him. His mother asks him not to go again to Mr Lamb's house. Derry
replies that if he doesn’t go back there, he will never go anywhere in the world again.

This statement indicates his strong will to face the world boldly. Mr Lamb has motivated
him to meet people and behave normally without bothering what others think or say
about him. Now he has come out of his sense of loneliness and is ready to mingle with
people. He has decided to lead a normal life. Mr Lamb's role in his philosophy of life is
very impressive. He adopts Mr Lamb’s ideology happily and decides to lead a normal life
like all others.
