VERBS :

In Russian language verbs are conjugated in the present tense. It means they have
forms that vary on the basis of person, number and gender.

There are two types of conjugation patterns in general.

The first pattern is called e - Conjugation.

In this type, a verb takes the endings -to(y), -e1b, -€T,-eM,-€Te,-F0T.
Most of the verbs which end in -atb are conjugated in this manner.

In Russian,
it is used either with the preposition ¢ (co) or without any preposition.

The instrumental with the preposition ¢ (co) is used to denote the person
or a thing in conjunction with whom an action is performed. For example :

Future tense

In Russian the Future tense is expressed in two ways

1. With the conjugation of the auxiliary verb 6bITh and infinitive of the verb
in imperfective aspect.

The first one is called compound future tense and the second is called the
simple future tense.

The compound future tense.

In compound future tense, the verb obITH IS conjugated as per the number
and person and the imperfective aspect infinitive of the verb indicting an
action follows it.

The simple future tense

1) Russian verbs have not only person, number and gender, but also aspect.
The aspect of a verb expresses the character of the action. All Russian verbs
belong to either the imperfective or the perfective aspect.

The Imperative mood

When you want to give directions or advice you must use the command
form, which is also known as the imperative mood. In Russian, there are
two different ways to give a command depending on people to whom you
are speaking.
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1. The command form ending in -te IS used with a person you don't know
well and when you are speaking to more than one person. That is, in all
those instances where you use the pronoun Bwml For example :

Wure mpsmo Go straight.
Bo3bMuTe aBTOOYC HOMEp 2 Take the bus number 2.

2. To address someone informally, the ending -te is omitted. That is, in all
those instances where you use the pronoun TbI

Reflexive verbs in Russian language are used to indicate the concept of "self".

For example, " I dressed myself'. Notice that in this sentence the subject
and the object are the same person.

In Russian to make a reflexive verb, we add "eca'" after a consonant and

Certain verbs are naturally impersonal, others are used in this way to soften
their meaning.

These verbs are in the reflexive form because they are expressed without
an object of the sentence. (This is simply a grammatical feature of Russian
because the dative case is used, and there is no accusative. When translated
to English there may be an object.)

Russian
demonstrative pronouns agree in gender, number and case of nouns they
modify. In other words, they decline, and their behavior in a phrase or
sentence is similar to the behavior of adjectives.
