Sometimes, there is created a row over the question of impersonation of genuine 
voters by dummy ones. The presiding officer tries to decide each case on its 
merit. The polling stars at 7.00 a.m. and continues till 5.00 p.m. At the close, the 
polling station is wound up and the Electronic Voting Machines (EVM’s) are 
sealed in the presence of all present. The EVM’s are then carried to the quarter 
concerned in the custody of the police on duty. This ends the day full of 
excitement and hectic activity.
