Delhi was built by King Sahajahan in 17th Century. Then it was known as
Sahajahanabad. British shifted here in 1911. They built New Delhi.



Delhi has many old buildings like Qutub Minar, Red Fort, Jama Masjid and many
more. Amongst many new buildings are Rastrapati Bhavan, India Gate and many
more.

Mahatma Gandhi and Indira Gandhi were assassinated over here. Their Samadhi
are here.
