In sentence 1, the word in shows the relation between two things —
‘water’ and ‘bottle’. In sentence 2, the word of shows the relation between the
adjective ‘fond’ and the noun ‘daughter’. In sentence 3, the word off shows
the relation between the verb ‘fell’ and the noun ‘ladder’.

These words which are used before a noun or a pronoun to show its
relationship with another word in the sentence are called prepositions: The
noun or pronoun which follows a preposition is called its object. Note that
pronouns used after a preposition should be in the objective case.
