On the basis
of above description we can say that it is a mixture of monologue, a story within story,
struggle of human passions in parallelism and contrast added by the learned author as
the art by story telling
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Question 6. Identify instances in the story which you find streaks of insanity in
people other than Hagberd?

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Answer: Streaks of insanity in Bessie Carvil -

1. Harry had cheated her but Bessie could not know about it.

2. Harry had disclosed his vagabond personality to Bessie but still she wishes to
marry him and later she could not expel him out of her thoughts.

3. She should not have given money to Harry.

4. Harry never told the Captain that he was his lost son. But Harry confided to Bessie
about his actual identity.
