Reflexive verbs.
Reflexive verbs in Russian language are used to indicate the concept of "self".

For example, " I dressed myself". Notice that in this sentence the subject and the
object are the same person.

In Russian to make a reflexive verb, we add cs1 after a consonant and c¢b after a
vowel to the verb. For example:

oeBaTh - to dress somebody
oneBaThcA - to dress oneself.
