Question 1. How does a great critic differ from a common person?

Answer: A common person does not know how to read books. He reads them only for



amusement without paying attention to the meaning and beauty that lie hidden in
them. He reads them so rapidly that only a vague opinion of what he has read remains
in his mind. He cannot answer questions regarding the book he has read.

He just thinks that he has read such and such a book knowing almost nothing about
what he has read. On the other hand, a great critic reads a book very carefully. He does
not read only for amusement. He is able to express an original opinion regarding the
contents of a book. The hidden meanings and the beauty of a book are exposed before
him. Thus a great critic differs from a common person and is a better reader.

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Answer: It is generally believed that a good book of fiction, romance or poetry has no
scientific basis. No scientific principles are supposed to have an impact on its
composition.

Question 1. What is the writer’s opinion about reading in relation to literature?
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Answer: About reading in relation to literature, the writer says that a book should not
be read-only for amusement because once this habit is formed, like a narcotic, it
destroys all capacity for thought.

Such a reading leaves the reader with a vague idea of the book and he is unable to
express any original opinion about what he has read. The writer believes that a book
should be read thoroughly as a critic does.

It should be read with taste and discrimination, studying all the meanings and enjoying
all the beauties inherent in it. The writer says that we should buy and read books that
are worth reading more than once. Such books never become old and grow exactly in
proportion to the growth of the reader’s mind.
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Question 2. Why does the author not consider the habit of reading for amusement
desirable?
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Answer: The author does not consider the habit of reading for amusement desirable
because it just extracts the narrative portion of a text from the rest. Such people go
through the pages rapidly and there remains in their minds a vague idea or two about
what they have read.

But when they are asked questions concerning those very books, they fail to answer
them. A person cannot express an original opinion regarding the contents of a book if
she/he reads it for amusement only.

Hidden meanings and beauties of a book can be unfolded only when it is carefully read.
Moreover, reading for amusement is like an addiction that helps pass time, keeps up a
perpetual condition of dreaming and eventually results in destroying all capacity for
thought.
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Question 3. Why are most people unable to express any original opinion about
what they have read?
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Answer: Most people in the world read books for their personal amusement only. While
reading a book, their eyes pass over the words of the text so fast that they finish the
book in an hour or two. They do not read it with taste and discrimination. They read
either to extract the story or simply to pass time. What happens, in the end, is that they



are left with a vague idea or two about what they have read. If they are asked any
questions on the text, they are simply not able to give an answer. The writer says that
this is the reason why there is not one out of a thousand people who are able to express
an original opinion worth-hearing about what he has read.
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Question 4. How has the writer explained the difference between reading and
study?
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Answer: The writer says that there is a difference between reading and study. Reading is
performed only for amusement. When a poem or a story is read out of class hours, it is
reading for amusement. It is mostly done irrespective of attention to the deeper
qualities inherent in the text.

The purpose is simply to pass time. But study means reading thoroughly. While studying
a book, all the meanings and all the beauties of the text are paid attention to. The study
is done slowly and thinking about the contents as is done in the case of history,
philosophy or science books.

The writer says that every book worth-reading which has the same amount of value as a
scientific book is studied and not read for amusement.
