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5. Verb

There are three main tenses of verb: (1) Past tense (2) Present tense (3) Future tense.

In Persian, there are six sub-tenses of past tense:

In Persian, the sentence begins with a subject and ends with the verb with all other insertions
in between these two. If the subject is singular, the verb will also be singular. If the subject is

plural, the verb will also be plural. Eg.: =¥ )50 50 5 JUCHEN SR I 5151 N Joo
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
