Instrumental case

In Russian, the instrumental case is used to indicate how something is done. In
English we commonly use the words "by" or "with" to do this. In Russian, it is used
either with the preposition ¢ (co) or without any preposition.

The instrumental with the preposition ¢ (co) is used to denote the person in
conjunction with whom an action is performed. For example :

S urpato ¢ gpyrom. | play with friend.

S paboraro ¢ 6patom.. | work with brother.

Also when something accompanies something. For example:
Yaii ¢ mostokom Tea with milk

ByTep6pox ¢ eeipom Sandwich with cheese

The instrumental without a preposition is used to denote the instrument of an
action.
