Demonstrative pronouns :

They
highlight any particular object about which additional information is given.
These demonstrative pronouns are not to be confused with 3to, which means
this, tha , these or those. But Jror means this and Tor means tha . These
demonstrative pronouns have forms corresponding to gender and number. For
example see the following sentences.

The prepositional case with the prepositions 0 and 006 is used after the verbs
of thought or speech such as: mymarb, MTOMHUTB, BCIIOMUHATH, 3a0BIBATH, MEYTATH

The preposition o is used before the words beginning with a consonant and
00 before the words beginning with the vowels a, u, o, Yy, 2.

The prepositional case answers the questions :
