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Interjections are used to express sudden feelings or emotions that

originate due to sudden joy, grief, surprise, approval etc. Such words or

phrases are followed by an exclamation mark (!).

Interjections may express:
o Joy: (g @ F 2P
Hurrah!, Great!, Wow!, Thanks! etc.
o Grief: (3@ T $ 8Y)
Alas!, Oh my God!, So sorry!, What a tragedy!, How tragic!, Oh no!, How sad! etc.
e Surprise: (diwd Y AEARH B FIT B 59)
What! , Ha!, Oh my God!, My Goodness!, Amazing!, Fantastic!, Wow! , Is it! etc.
e On Consent: (9 Hgdfd aad & 2q)
Bravo! , Please! , Certainly! , True! , Well done!, Sure! etc.
e On Mistake: (9= Tl & &ad B 3Y)
Oh!, Oops!, My God!, No! etc.
