Ram is you know..... illiterate.
Ram is I mean..... illiterate.
Ram is actually..... lliterate.
Ram is basically..... illiterate.

Examples:

1) Ummm, I think he is a genuine guy.

2) Well, I don’t know about him.

3) I mean, he is not trustworthy.

4) She is, you know, she is not trustworthy.
